One of the most interesting sights for art lovers is HALL OF ORGANISTIC
AND CHAMBER MUSIC “RODINA”. It is situated on the bank of the Miass
River in the centre of the city, in Kirov Street.

The cinema building was designed in 1959 by an architect V. Goffratt. The
hall had 500 seats and the interior was richly decorated with fretwork and patterns.
In 1980-90s it was the only cinema showing stereoscopic pictures. "Rodina” was
reconstructed three times.

In 2011 there appeared a spacious lobby, seven rehearsal rooms, music
recording studio and hall of organ and chamber music was housed there.

The organ is made by the craftsmen of the German firm Hermann Eule. It
came to Chelyabinsk in 1987. Many musicians consider the Chelyabinsk organ
one of the best in Russia and Europe. Musicians from 30 countries played it - they
were from Canada, Australia, Republic of South Africa and Japan.

Facts about the state of the global environment read like quotes on a poster for an
epic Hollywood movie — expanding deserts in Africa, huge forest fires in Indonesia,
serious shortages of fish in Europe, thousands of deaths from air pollution in Brazil,
disappearing forests in the Amazon, melting ice-caps and increasing radiation levels
in the polar regions.

A. Nostrdamus’ real name was Michael de Nostradame. He was born on the 14%
of December, 1503, in a small town in southern France. As a child he was very good
at mathematics and astrology. At the age of 15, he became a university student, but
the University was soon closed because of the plague. Nostradamus travelled across
the country and helped victims of the plague using his own methods, It is said that he
invented a ‘rose pill’ that could protect people against the plague. Sadly, his first wife
and two small children later died of the plague.

B. Nostradamus continued to learn and practice medicine, but he also got
interested in astrology. Soon legends began to grow about his strange ability to
predict the future. One story said that when Nostradamus was in Italy, he met a
monk. He immediately went down on his knees and called the monk “Your
Holiness”. About 45 years later the monk became the Pope.

C. Nostradamus realized that he had an unusual gift and started writing down his
predictions in the form of four-line poems. He quickly became famous, even Queen
Catherine de Medici wanted to meet him. Nostradamus predicted the death of her
husband, King Henry II, and in 1559 his prediction came true! It is said that
Nostradamus even predicted his own death. When his assistant wished him goodnight
on the 1% of July, 1566, Nostradamus said: “you won’t find me alive at sunrise”. He
was found dead on the 2™ of July.

D. All in all, Nostradamus wrote over 900 predictions about the future of the
world. They were published in two books called The Centuries, which was published
in 1555 and 1558. Nostradamus’ four-line poems predicted events from the mid-
1500s until the end of the world. People have studied and interpreted his predictions
since the sixteenth century!

E. The problem with these predictions is that they are very vague and can mean
many things. Nostradamus made his poems difficult to understand by using words
from Latin, French, Greek and Latin. They have anagrams and riddles and are not
placed in chronological order. This was because he didn’t want the Church to accuse
him of being a magician or a heretic.

F. But just how did Nostradamus predict the future? He worked with ancient
books; he studied the stars using his knowledge of astrology. He also looked into a
bowl of water until he had an inspiration or saw an image. But his favourite technique
for predicting was hazing into a crystal ball. He fell under a trance he would find that
he had written a quatrain of the events he had seen.

G. Many of his predictions seem true. But some of the events never happened. In
1999 some said that Nostradamus predicted the end of the world, others thought that
he spoke about an invasion from the outer space. But nothing happened.

The two most famous books about
the Thames are “Three Men in a Boat” by Jerome K. Jerome and “The Wind in the
Willows” by K. Grahame.

The Thames is the second longest river in the UK and the longest river in
England. It is 352 km long. The Thames has over 80 islands. The river has both sea
water and fresh water, so both sea water and fresh water fish can be caught there. The
Thames was once a dangerous river. There were many floods on it and people had to
build a barrier to protect London.

The Thames River is very important for London — it divides and defines the
capital city. Londoners even have a special celebration of “Old Father Thames”. It
takes place every September and lasts for two days. It’s the time when the river
comes alive with music, dancing and fireworks.

The first Thames Festival took place in September 1997. It started with an
amazing high wire walk across the Thames and was a great success. Today, the
Thames Festival has become London’s biggest free outdoor arts festival and the most
spectacular event on the London calendar.

Londoners of all ages go to the riverside to enjoy free entertainment — live music,
dancing, street arts, circus performances, the night carnival and fireworks.

The most interesting part of the festival is the Sunday night carnival. This year
1,500 dancers, drummers and other performers in costumes took part in the colourful
parade. A huge 6-metre tall puppet of Lady Godiva led the carnival. Lady Godiva
lived in the 11" century and was the wife of an English earl. According to legend, she
asked her husband to lower taxes on the people of Coventry and he said he would do
it if she rode her horse naked through the town. She did this, and the taxes were
lowered.

The carnival is followed by a beautiful fireworks display, lighting up the whole
sky with the brightest colours.

Two years ago the Festival coincided with the closing weekend of the London
2012 Olympic games, so it was especially spectacular.

The first Thames Festival took place in September 1997. It started with an
amazing high wire walk across the Thames and was a great success. Today, the
Thames Festival has become London’s biggest free outdoor arts festival and the most
spectacular event on the London calendar.

Londoners of all ages go to the riverside to enjoy free entertainment — live music,
dancing, street arts, circus performances, the night carnival and fireworks.

The most interesting part of the festival is the Sunday night carnival. This year
1,500 dancers, drummers and other performers in costumes took part in the colourful
parade. A huge 6-metre tall puppet of Lady Godiva led the carnival. Lady Godiva
lived in the 11" century and was the wife of an English earl. According to legend, she
asked her husband to lower taxes on the people of Coventry and he said he would do
it if she rode her horse naked through the town. She did this, and the taxes were
lowered.
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The carnival is followed by a beautiful fireworks display, lighting up the whole
sky with the brightest colours.

Two years ago the Festival coincided with the closing weekend of the London
2012 Olympic games, so it was especially spectacular.

A. Covent Garden is one of the most popular places in London. Almost one
million people visit it every week, from all parts of the world. Although it’s called
Covent Garden, it isn’t a garden at all. It is a public square with rich history, beautiful
architecture and a unique cultural atmosphere. There are open cafes and restaurants,
theatres and museums, shops and street artists.

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B. In the middle Ages, Covent Garden was a vegetable field known as ‘convent
garden’. It supplied food to the nuns of the nearest convent of St. Peter. In 1540, King
Henry VIII seized the lands of the monasteries and convents. He used the field to
train is falcons. A man of little patience, the King soon got tired of this and the land
was given to John Baron Russell, the first earl of Bedford. In 1632, the 4™ Earl of
Bedford, Francis Russell, asked Inigo Jones, the most important architect of the day,
to build a fashionable district there. This is how Covent Garden became the scene of
the first experiment of town planning in London.

C. Inigo Jones created an Italianstyle square, surrounded by arcaded buildings and
dominated by the church of St. Paul. It became the first public square in the country.
Londoners, used to narrow winding streets, were amazed. This new square was a
public one — and meant to be so. But this actually led to its downfall. Rich people
who lived in the houses around the square soon began to get tired of all sorts of
London underworld under their windows. Also, they didn’t like the fruit and
vegetable market which had just appeared in the square.

D. When the Great Fire of London destroyed the markets in 1966, many
businesses moved to Covent Garden. The market kept growing and growing until it
occupied the whole square. The main building in the square we see today was built in
1830 by Charles Fowler, but it didn’t then have a glass roof — that came in the 1870s.
Gradually, other market buildings were added. It was a busy, buzzy and colourful
place. The market existed until 1973 but then was moved to another district of
London.

E. The unique atmosphere of Covent Garden has always attracted writers, poets,
painters and actors to this part of London William Hogarth, Jonathan Swift, Dr
Johnson and Henry Fielding often visited the area’s many fashionable coffee houses.
Many painters and actors lived there. Charles Dickens often visited Covent Garden.
“When I had nothing to do, I used to go to Covent Garden and stare at pineapples”.
George Bernard Shaw set the opening scene of Pygmalion in front of St Paul’s
Church,

F. Today, Covent Garden is a popular entertainment and shopping site where
there is something for everyone: history, architecture, music, shopping, street theatre
and coffee. And there are lots and lots of street performers — musicians, jugglers,
mime artists, magicians and fire-eaters. It’s a nice place to walk around because there
is no traffic. You will often see well-known actors and musicians walking around,
and polite British people try to give them some space and avoid asking autographs.
You can spend all day here and feel you’ve had a good time out.

G. Covent Garden is home to many theatres.

The Royal Opera House, often called simply ‘Covent Garden’ shows
performances given by the Royal Opera and the Royal Ballet. Operas are performed
in their original languages. The Thetre Royal, Drury Lane, commonly known as
‘Drury Lane’, is the oldest theatre in London. If you buy a ticket, you may get more
than you think. 200 years ago actors found a secret room here. In the room there was
a skeleton with a dagger in it. Since then many people have seen the ghost. Drury
Lane has been called one the world’s most haunted theatres.

A. Some years ago, actors and directors working in the theatre realized that they
could make a direct contribution to young people’s general education. Instead of just
inviting schools to come and watch theatrical performances, they began to organize
workshops in schools with the aim of directly involving children in all aspects of

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theatrical production. In this way, the schoolchildren were able to learn not only
about the theater but also about important social and moral issues.

B. The first theatre in Britain to organize a Theatre in Education programme was
the Belgrade Theatre in Coventry. This was in the 1960s. Actors and other
professionals from the theatre visited schools and involved schoolchildren in drama
activities. One of the first projects for very young children was a play called “The
Balloon man and the Runaway Balloons”.

C. Before acting the play, the children participated in telling the story. They also
learned about the different sounds used in the play: the blowing up of balloons, the
sound of air coming out of a balloon, the sound of waves and the sea. The children
also had to solve a problem: how to rescue the balloon man from a storm at sea.
When they acted the story, they had to imagine that they were lots of different things:
balloons, a train and even a fairground.

D. For other pupils aged 11 and older, there was a play called “The Sectet of a
Stone”. In this play, three different characters search a mysterious island for a magic
stone that can cure any illness. Each of the characters has problem: one can’t hear,
another can’t speak and the other can’s see. The children had to try to recreate the
sights and sounds of the island. At the same time, when they acted the play, they
understood a lot about sensory deprivation.

E. Another theatre directly involved in education is the Half Moon Young
People’s Theatre, based in a poor part of London. By going into schools in this area
of the city, actors and other professionals at the Half Moon are able to bring the
magic of the theatre to children who would rarely have an opportunity to visit a
theatre themselves. They try to help children develop their creative skills and their
understanding of important social and moral issues.

F. In one recent project, 200 primary school pupils learned to write and perform
their own poetry First of all, the pupils visited the Half Moon theatre, where they
heard professional poets ‘perform’ their work. Then the poets visited the children in
school and helped them write their own poetry. Finally, the children returned to the
theatre where they performed their work in front of the audience.

G. Everyone was surprised and pleased by the results. On their first visit to the
theatre, the children were quiet and shy, but on their second visit they were able to
perform with confidence. The whole project had helped the children learn the
valuable skills of planning, creativity and communication. It’s really difficult to
overvalue the importance of those skills.
